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THE LINE OF FASHION

Highlights Fashion Art of the Past 50 Years

at Leslie/Lohman Gallery 

New York, NY, August 28, 2008—The Leslie/Lohman Gay Art Foundation presents The Line of Fashion, an exhibition of more than 50 years of fashion illustration curated by Robert W. Richards, whose own artwork is a familiar presence on the fashion scene. The exhibition includes stunning original works by such luminaries as Kenneth Paul Block, Joe Eula, Antonio, Christian Berard, George Stavrinos, Vertes, Mel Odom and many others. The Line of Fashion marks its opening with a public reception on Tuesday, September 23 at 6PM and runs through November 1. 

The ascendance of photography since the mid 1960s as the preferred medium for depicting fashion in newspapers and magazines makes the hand-drawn & -colored works that appear in The Line of Fashion all the more rare and intriguing. Says curator Robert W. Richards about the power of this work: “The line can capture the very spirit of the time, the look, the feel, even the sound of it. The final effect is one that no camera can duplicate.”

In addition to the opening reception on September 23, there will also be two special events during the run of Line of Fashion:

· Artists & Their Models (Tues., October 7, 7pm to 9pm)

An evening exploring the dynamics of the artist-to-model relationship, featuring artists whose drawings are on exhibit

· A Dandy Evening (Thurs., October 23, 7pm to 9pm)

A sparkling panel of men who actually wear the clothes the artists draw, hosted by witty fashionista Patrick McDonald

About the Leslie/Lohman Gay Art Foundation 

Recently described as by New York Times art critic Holland Cotter as “…a thoroughly nonmainstream pearl beyond price,” the LESLIE/LOHMAN GAY ART FOUNDATION (LLGAF) is a non-profit foundation established in 1990 to provide an outlet for artwork that is unambiguously gay and which is often denied access to mainstream venues. The Foundation annually mounts five exhibitions of art in all media by gay and lesbian artists that emphasize subject matter that speaks directly to queer sensibilities, including works with erotic, political, romantic and social imagery. LLGAF also provides special support for emerging and underrepresented artists through The ARCHIVE (a quarterly art journal); an artists slide registry; and a permanent collection of more than 3,000 works, including pieces by artists Duncan Grant, Keith Haring, Andy Warhol, Jean Cocteau and Robert Mapplethorpe.
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
